Mayor Graves administered the Oath of Office to Ashley Letkiewicz and Nickolas Henneberry and
welcomed them to the police force.

2023 Paving: Christopher Byers motioned, and Ginger Cinti seconded, to accept option one from
Lindy Paving. All agreed. Motion carried.

West County Paramedics: are in dire financial need, if help is not received, they could go out of
business, leaving us without advanced life support services. Ginger Cinti motioned, Thomas Eberle
seconded, to give $13,000 to West County Paramedics. All agreed, except Alan Watkins. Motion
carried. Council will revisit the issue of offering additional financial support if the board reorganizes
and the financial review is completed.

Fire Tax: The fire company is looking for financial assistance from the borough through a fire tax. The
solicitor is recommending a less restrictive millage increase and not a fire tax. The funds from the tax
will go into a separate fund and not directly to the fire company. The expenditures would have to be
approved by Council. There will be a meeting on May 2, 2023, with surrounding municipal officials to
prepare for the meeting on May 10 with the County Executive.
